Govt announced annual licensing policy for cultivation of opium poppy
1. GoI announced the annual licensing policy for crop year 2025-26 during
the opium crop year from 1st October 2025 to 30th September 2026 of license
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for cultivation of opium poppy.
2. The policy covers the farmers in the states of Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan
and Uttar Pradesh.

NIFT Patna signs MoU with ABFRL to empower rural women of
SHG Jeevika
1. National Institute of Fashion Technology (NIFT) Patna (Bihar) signed a
MoU with Aditya Birla Fashion & Retail Ltd (ABFRL) to empower rural
women of Self Help Groups (SHGs) under Jeevika initiative known as
Jeevika Didis in Bihar.
2. Jeevika Didis was launched in 2006 by the Govt of Bihar supported by the
World Bank to reduce poverty and empower rural women.

MoD approves ‘DPM 2025’
1. Union Defence Minister Rajnath Singh approved the Defence Procurement
Manual (DPM) 2025’ to streamline revenue procurement processes and
enhance the operational readiness of the armed forces.

2. With revenue procurements worth Rs.1 lakh cr estimated in Financial year
2025-26 (FY 26), the updated manual ensures trnsparency, fairness and
accountability.
